WAGING PEACE IN DARFUR

The Center has received the first batch of
new documentary photographs taken by
our partners Waging Peace and Network
for Africa during a recent field mission
to visit Darfuri refugees in Chad and
internally-displaced persons in Uganda.
The Libraries outfitted Waging Peace
with a GPS-equipped camera that

records the precise coordinates where each
photo is made. The Center is creating an
interactive map correlating locations where
human rights abuses have taken place with
primary-source photos, journal entries, and

oral histories of their survivors.

HoLOCAUST SURVIVOR INTERVIEWS
Collaborating with our partners at the
Florida Holocaust Museum and USF
communication professor Carolyn Ellis’s
graduate Communicating Grief and Loss
class, the Center has begun documenting
the oral histories of Holocaust survivors
living in Florida. These firsthand stories will
remain a permanent and publicly accessible

part of both institutions’ collections.
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
